· LearnATest

Online practice tests and courses, including advanced placement, SAT and other undergraduate/graduate school entrance exams, and job related tests in areas such as nursing, teaching, and the military. Some skills improvement courses have Spanish instructions. Get immediate scoring, complete answer explanations, and analysis of results.

· Online Catalog

Research subjects and titles.

· Databases

The Library subscribes to databases in the areas of biography, books and reading, countries, cultures and maps, encyclopedias, government, history, literature, study and criticism, newspapers, magazines, and current events, science, student resources, and more.

· Telephone Reference

During regular library hours, call the information desk at any branch for short answers such as: What is the capital of Kenya?  Who was the 25th president of the United States?  How do I cite a magazine article in my bibliography?
